Club scoring rules for outdoor events:

FAIl events

The Arizona Free-flight and the South West Regional contests follow the curment FAI Sporting
Code, with flying done in rounds and fly-offs according to the FAI rules.

AMA [ NFFS | SAM | FAC events for AZFF and SWR contests
All events are flown according to applicable rules.

Local Club Contests

Local club contests are not flown in rounds, but rather follow the typical AMA pattern of three
flights plus fly-offs (first 3 flights must be maxes). Required times to achieve a "max” in fly-offs
are consistent with AMA and FAI rules for the type of model flown, however, for FAI events the
fly-off max times begin on the fourth flight.

Club Scoring
Club score keeping is based on the "% max" value rather than actual time.

Each flight has the actual flight time divided by the appropriate max time, (% max = actual time /
max time)

Mote: the best score you can get on any flight is 1.00

If an actual flight time of 194 seconds is recorded for a flight that has a 240 second max,
then the score for that flight would be 194240 = 81

Flight scores are added together to get the event score.

Example:
Flight 1 Flizght Fight
Actual time 120 180 194
Max time 120 180 240

flight score  1.00 1.00 0.81
event score = 281 = 1+1 + 0.81

All event scores are applied to category championships.
Every event is grouped into one of 7 categories (see “Cument Standings” in the last
newsletter). The largest total of event scores for a category is the category champion.

Owerall Champion (Top Gun) may not use all event scores.
Only the first four (4) events flown for each of the three disciplines (power, glider, rubber) are
added together.
Electric, piston, and jetex types are all considered as power events
Events must be logged with the Contest Director in the order of first official flight.
Every contestant can add 12 event scores per contest (4 in power + 4 in glider + 4 in rubber)
to their Top Gun total.

Dropped Contest - applied at the end of the year.

For people that flew in every contest, one (lowest) contest score set is dropped.

For people that missed a contest during the year, there is no change to their scores.
Scoring for Category and Top Gun championships are applied only to club members.

January's Southwest Regionals contest scores are not included in club scoring.
