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Converting the Gizmo Geezer to handle BIG motors- New free flight worlds to conquer! 

Orv Olm's Gizmo Geezer has legions of 
satisfied users. In stock form, it can handle up to 
8 strands of 1/8 Super Sport with a breaking 
torque of 20 ounce-inches. One trick that many 
use to ease the rubber loading procedure is to 
hang a crocket hook on the rivet of the Gizmo's 
drive adapter. But don't be fooled into thinking 
that you can simply load up that crocket with 
bunches of rubber and go flying. The limiting 
factor will be the shear strength of the small 
plastic drive dogs on the bottom end of the prop 
shaft drive. Here's how to make a really stout 
Gizmo for up to 16 strands of 1 /8" rubber: 
Step 1: Start by debonding the CA in the drive 
shaft joints at the spinner and at the bottom end 
of the prop shaft drive. Then follow the 
instructions in the top right hand picture.
